Heritage Site. Experience a guided tour of the Victoria Falls and a sunset cruise on the Zambezi River. You will also
visit Zambia’s South Luangwa National Park, one of the greatest wildlife sanctuaries on the planet and part of the
African Great Rift Valley System. All 4x4 open vehicle game drives are included in the South Luangwa National Park
with optional walking safaris available. With South Luangwa being the birthplace of the walking safari, this is one of
the most unique safari experiences available in Africa.

Malawi, known as the ‘Warm heart of Africa’ is the final destination of this exclusive tour. Visit the sunny shores of
Africa’s 3rd largest fresh water lake. Lake Malawi has more fresh water fish species than any other lake on earth and
plays an important role in the evolution of fresh water fish species. You will enjoy a spectacular 300 km scenic light
aircraft flight across Lake Malawi to the secluded Likoma Island located in the northern part of Lake Malawi. Likoma
Islands’ most popular attractions are the 100-year-old St. Peter’s Cathedral, walks on the island, snorkelling & diving,
water sports and its secluded beaches to name a few. Spend 3 nights on Likoma Island and then board final scenic
light aircraft flight across Lake Malawi to Lilongwe where we conclude the safari.

Day 1
Makgadikgadi Pans National Park, Botswana

BOTSWANA

Situated in the southern reaches of Africa, Botswana is renowned for its pristine wilderness areas characterised by

deep lagoons, wetlands, lush palms, rugged hills and desert plains scattered with scrubland. The country’s primary
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tourist drawcard is undoubtedly the vast red expanse of the Kalahari Desert and its remarkably beautiful Okavango
Delta, the largest inland delta in the world. These natural wonders provide a tranquil haven for an abundance of
African wildlife to thrive. Other highlights include the impressive Makgadikgadi Salt Pans, where visitors are privy to
massive zebra migrations during the flood season; the Savuti plains, which host large prides of lions; and the Tsodilo
Hills, where 4500 rock paintings form a unique record of human settlement over many millennia.
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MAKGADIKGADI PANS NATIONAL PARK

Situated in north-eastern Botswana, the Makgadikgadi Pans National Park covers an impressive 3900 square
kilometre area and is brimming with natural wonders including the largest tree in Africa, a world famous 5300-year-
old Baobab. Game viewing is at its best during the wet season when the plains teem with an extraordinary diversity
of wildlife. The rains transform the salt pans into a magnificent lake attracting an abundance of wildlife and, most
spectacularly, large flocks of gloriously pink flamingos.

The area is renowned for its massive herds of wildebeest and zebra which migrate to the park en masse followed by
a variety of predators including lion, cheetah and hyena. Popular activities include game drives, bird watching,
exploring the salt pans on 4WD or quad bikes, tours of Gweta Village, and fascinating bush walks to historic sites
guided by experienced Bushmen trackers.

Day Itinerary

You will be met by your Fly in Safari Company guide at the Maun Airport. Board a scenic light aircraft flight to a
landing strip near the Makgadikgadi Pans National Park. You will be transferred in 4x4 to a safari lodge located in a
remote area near the Makgadikgadi Pans National Park where you will spend 2 nights. This afternoon you will enjoy
your first safari activity; open vehicle game drive, boat cruise or walk. Your guide will discuss the options with you.

Overnight: Leroo La Tau
Leroo La Tau rises majestically above the Boteti River which stretches across the western border of the
Makgadikgadi Pans National Park. The park, populated by up to 30,000 zebra and wildebeest closely accompanied by
predators, offers guests the chance to experience the exhilaration of seeing large concentrations of game and the
resultant predator interaction.

The lodge offers a raised hide above the river where guests can enjoy the spectacular wildlife sightings that we’ve
come to expect in this part of Botswana. With just 12 thatched luxury chalets all overlooking the magnificent
Makgadikgadi Pans National Park, each with en-suite bathrooms.

There is a dining room, reading room and bar in the main lodge, expansive wooden decks and a plunge pool, where
guests can immerse themselves seamlessly into the ultimate wildlife experience in Botswana.

Day 2
Makgadikgadi Pans National Park, Botswana

Day Itinerary

An early morning wakeup call and a light breakfast before you head out on a guided 4x4 open vehicle game drive in
search of the wildlife that inhabits the area. The surrounding area features abundant lion, zebra and wildebeest,
with chances of seeing bushbuck, leopard, cheetah, brown- and spotted-hyena, impala, kudu, jackal, porcupine, and
the rare white rhino to name a few. Returning from an exciting game drive you will have some time to relax before a
buffet brunch is served. The rest of the afternoon is to be spent at own leisure. You can go on a guided walk in the
area around the lodge, have a cultural experience at a nearby village, do some game viewing from a wildlife hide
near the lodge, or just laze beside the pool with a good book enjoying the scenery. In the late afternoon you will
venture out on a guided game drive and have sundowner drinks at a scenic location in the Kalahari. After dinner you
can enjoy some drinks / coffee / liquors around the campfire.

Day 3
Moremi Game Reserve, Okavango Delta, Botswana
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MOREMI GAME RESERVE
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Situated in the east of the Okavango Delta, Moremi Game Reserve ranks as one of the most beautiful reserves in
Africa. It covers more than 4871 square kilometres of pristine wilderness, and the varied terrain includes savannah,
winding waterways, and dense forest. This diverse ecosystem supports an incredibly wide spectrum of wildlife,
ranging from large herds of buffalo, wildebeest and zebra, to the rare sitatunga and lechwe antelope, lion, cheetah
and packs of wild dog in the open grasslands. The birdlife is prolific and includes most of the 550-bird species
recorded on Botswana’s national bird list.

Day Itinerary

After breakfast a scenic light aircraft flight will take you from the Makgadikgadi Region to a private airstrip in the
Okavango Delta. Rated one of the most scenic flights in Africa, your pilot will answer any questions you might have
about the Delta and point out herds of wildlife. Everyone gets a window seat so remember to have your camera
handy. Upon arrival at the luxury camp you will be welcomed by the friendly staff and have time to settle in before a
lovely buffet brunch is served. The rest of the afternoon is free to relax, do some guided bird watching or game
viewing from the camp, ask the guide to take you on a boat cruise or maybe a walk, or just laze beside the pool and
enjoy the scenery in one of Africa’s most special places.

Later in the afternoon you will enjoy high tea before you depart on your guided afternoon game activity with
sundowners in a scenic location. You will explore the lagoons and waterways of the Okavango Delta by motorboat.
The birdlife is abundant and diverse, and other sightings include hippos and crocodiles, and the chance to watch big
game having a drink or a bath in the water. Return from the guided game viewing activity around sunset and have
some time to freshen up before pre-dinner drinks and snacks are served, followed by an a la carte or table d’hote
dinner.

Overnight: Camp Moremi

Recently completely rebuilt, Camp Moremi is located within Botswana’s Moremi Game Reserve, situated on the
edge of the Xakanaxa Lagoon in an area known for its spectacular game-viewing opportunities. Game drives
conducted in open 4x4 vehicles in the morning and late afternoons. Explore the Xakanaxa Lagoon and surrounding

Okavango channels by boating safari.

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Day Itinerary

An early morning wakeup call to make the most of the day. A light breakfast with freshly brewed coffee and tea is
served before you depart on the morning game viewing activity. Conducted in open 4x4 safari vehicles, you will
enjoy an exhilarating game drive tracking wildlife in the beautiful surroundings of the Moremi Game Reserve, a
protected area notorious for frequent sightings of lion, leopard and cheetah. Sightings of the African Wild Dog are
also frequently reported, an endangered species whose numbers are rapidly decreasing in other regions of Southern
Africa.

After an exciting game drive, you will return to the camp and have some time to relax and freshen up before a buffet
lunch is served. After lunch you will have some time to relax. In the late afternoon you will go on a guided game
viewing activity and return to camp around sunset. Have some time to freshen up before pre-dinner drinks and
snacks are served, followed by an a la carte or table d’h6te dinner.

Day 5
Savuti - Chobe National Park, Botswana
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SAVUTI - CHOBE NATIONAL PARK

Savuti, also known as Savute lies in the heart of Botswana’s beautiful Chobe National Park. This dynamic wilderness
is a sweeping expanse of savannah brooded over by several rocky outcrops which guard a relic marsh and the dry
channel that was once its lifeline. The Savute goes through wet and dry cycles, where wild dogs hunt in the dry river
channel where crocodiles swam only twenty years ago. Visitors to this area can spot abundant wildlife including: a
variety of birds, elephants, antelope, lion prides, black-backed jackal, bat-eared foxes, tsessebe, kudu, hyena,
cheetah Cape buffalo herds, and thousands of migrating zebra and wildebeest.

Day Itinerary

After breakfast a scenic light aircraft flight will take you from the Okavango Delta to a landing strip in the Savute
Game Reserve. This is a very scenic flight across some of Africa’s best game viewing destinations and your guide and
the pilot will answer any questions you might have about the areas and point out herds of wildlife.

Upon arrival at luxury camp overlooking the Savute Channel you will be welcomed by the friendly staff and have
time to settle in before a buffet brunch is served. The area is renowned for its population of bull elephant and for the
unique interaction of the resident predator species.

The rest of the afternoon is free to relax, do some guided bird watching or game viewing from the camp, ask the
guide to take you on a walk, or just laze beside the pool and enjoy the scenery in one of Africa’s most special places.
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Later in the afternoon you will enjoy high tea before you depart on your guided afternoon game activity with
sundowners in a scenic location. Open 4x4 game drives are conducted in the Savute area, including the famous
Savute Marsh, and the ancient San rock paintings at Gubatsa Hills. Return from the guided game viewing activity
around sunset and have some time to freshen up before pre-dinner drinks and snacks are served, followed by an a la
carte or table d’héte dinner.

Overnight: Savute Safari Lodge

Located on the banks of the Savute channel, Savute Safari Lodge is intimate, accommodating only 24 guests in cool
thatched timber and glass suites. The area is renowned for its population of bull elephant and for the unique
interaction of the resident predator species.

Savuti - Chobe National Park, Botswana

an exhilarating game drive tracking wildlife in the beautiful surroundings of the Savute Game Reserve, including the
famous Savute Marsh. The Savute is especially famous for its lions hunting fully grown elephants, truly one of
Africa’s top game viewing destinations.

After an exciting game drive, you will return to the camp and have some time to relax and freshen up before a buffet
lunch is served. After lunch you will have some time to relax. In the late afternoon you will go on a guided 4x4 open
vehicle game drive (approximately 3 hours) and return to camp around sunset. Have some time to freshen up before
pre-dinner drinks and snacks are served, followed by an a la carte or table d’hote dinner.

Day 7
Chobe National Park, Botswana
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Renowned for its impressive, shifting migratory population of more than 50 000 elephants, Chobe National Park is
situated in the far northeast of Botswana, bordered to the north by the mighty Chobe River. It is the second largest
national park in Botswana featuring four distinct ecosystems: the Savuti Channel in the west; the Linyanti Swamps in
the northwest; the arid hinterland in between and Serondela in the extreme northeast with fertile plains and thick
forests. This diversity of habitats provides a sanctuary to an astonishing array of African wildlife. In addition to
spotting Chobe's great pachyderm herds, you are likely to spot lion, leopard, hyena, wild dog, impala, waterbuck,
kudu, zebra, wildebeest giraffe, and warthog. The park is also famous for its wonderful riverboat safaris, making
Chobe an essential destination for any avid safari enthusiast.

Day Itinerary

Morning game drive and breakfast before you get transferred to the landing strip near the camp for a scenic light
aircraft flight to Kasane Airport. From the airport it’s a short transfer to a safari lodge located on the banks of the
Chobe River inside the National Park. This is the only safari lodge inside the Chobe National Park. Have time to settle
in and enjoy lunch before you depart on a Chobe River cruise, rated one of the best game viewing river cruises in
Africa. Sightings of large elephant herds are very common, and you can also expect to see plenty of hippo, crocodile
and excellent birdlife. If lucky you will see a herd of elephant’s swim across the Chobe River. Return to camp after
sunset and have time to relax.

Overnight: Chobe Game Lodge

Counter-balancing the wilderness are restful, air conditioned, en-suite lodgings. Graceful high arches, quarry tiled
floors and barrel-vaulted ceilings create an atmosphere of cool tranquillity. Other facilities include a large swimming
pool with terrace, a riverside boma area, a stylish bar with an outside terrace, an expansive deck offering
magnificent views over the Chobe River as well as conference facilities for business travellers. All meals are catered
for in various locations throughout the lodge including the terrace, boma and riverfront deck. All 46 rooms are
tastefully furnished, each room with hand crafted Rhodesian teak furniture and walls decorated with original African

carvings and paintings.

After an exciting game drive
return to the lodge and have time to relax; laze beside the pool, read a book, try some fishing or perhaps enjoy a spa
treatment. In the late afternoon you will enjoy another game viewing activity; game drive or boat cruise. Return to
the lodge after sunset and enjoy an evening of leisure.

Known locally as ‘The Smoke that Thunders’ this spectacle is accessible from both Zambia and
Zimbabwe and it is an ideal place to combine game viewing and water sports. There is excellent fishing, a terrifying
bungee jump and arguably the best commercial whitewater rafting in the world.

Day Itinerary

Depart after breakfast. Your guide will assist with border formalities. Cross the Zambezi River into Zambia and reach
Livingstone around lunchtime. Spend 2 nights at a lodge upstream from the falls. While in Livingstone you will enjoy
a sunset cruise on the Zambezi including snacks & drinks. You will also visit the Victoria Falls, one of the Seven
Natural Wonders of the World and get to explore the many paths and viewpoints within this beautiful National Park.

Overnight: David Livingstone Safari Lodge & Spa

The colonial styled David Livingstone Safari Lodge & Spa, is situated 7 km from Victoria Falls with state of the art
conference centre, luxurious en-suite rooms overlooking the mighty Zambezi from private balconies, and mealtimes
a contemporary afro-Arabian experience.

Morning transfer to the Livingstone airport. Board a light aircraft flight to the Mfuwe Airport and get transferred to a
safari lodge near the entry gate of the South Luangwa National Park. Later in the afternoon you will depart on an
open vehicle game drive in search of the wildlife that inhabits the Park. The unspoiled South Luangwa National Park
is rated one of greatest wildlife sanctuaries in the world. The concentration of game around the Luangwa River and
its ox bow lagoons is among the most intense in Africa. Return to the lodge after sunset and have the evening free to
relax.

Overnight: Mfuwe Lodge
Accommodation comprises 18 guest chalets, each with its own private deck. The lodge also boasts a Bush Spa where
a range of relaxing and healing African therapies are provided.

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LIKOMA ISLAND

Although in Mozambican waters, Likoma Island is Malawian territory. It is the larger of the two inhabited islands in
Lake Malawi, measuring seventeen square kilometres. It boasts some lovely beaches, friendly locals, and
predominantly flat terrain with a baobab dotted south. It is home to the headquarters of the University Mission to
Central Africa, Livingstone’s mission, and hence it remained British territory when the Lake was divided politically
after World War Two. The island is famous for its large cathedral, St. Peter's Cathedral, featuring numerous stained
glass and carved intricate soapstone details. Visitors can look forward to relaxing on pristine beaches, snorkelling and
diving in the crystal-clear waters, as well as enjoying a variety of watersport.

Day Itinerary

If time allows, the morning is free to do one more game drive or maybe a walking safari before boarding a light
aircraft flight to Malawi. A quick stopover in Lilongwe, the capital, to get passports stamped before continuing to one
of the islands located within Lake Malawi. Here you will spend 3 nights on the island and enjoy spectacular secluded
beaches, snorkelling, kayaking and relaxing walks to name a few activities.

Overnight: Kaya Mawa

Hidden away on Likoma Island in Lake Malawi. Each of Kaya' Mawa rooms is unique and offers something very
special. Serene and secret decks for sunbathing or romantic dinners; secluded lakeside chalets with private lounges.
You may find yourself showering under the stars, taking a midnight dip in your private pool or simply walking
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together after moonlit supper on the beach. Your days can be filled with everything from stand-up-paddle boarding,
kayaking, kitesurfing, waterskiing, sailing and quad-biking; plus a full PADI dive school.

This great lakes’ tropical waters reportedly are the habitat of more species of fish than
that of any other body of fresh water on Earth, thus offering spectacular fresh water scuba diving and snorkelling, a
hidden treasure.

1. Pricing
